Meeting Minutes
I. Public Comment (Brown Act) –There was no Public Comment.
II. Year in Review – CCAT Agency Hi-lights – CORA: This past year CCAT provided funding support to CORA’s Teen Outreach Program. This program provides outreach and support around teen relationship abuse and health relationships. Workshops in the high schools, a website (www.teenrelationships.org), public forums, an e-mail counselor and a 24-hour hotline. CORA served 146 teens (stats through 3 qtrs only) with very high ratings on their post workshop surveys. 169 teens connected with a counselor via email or hotline and the website had 23,000 visits.
For FY10/11 CCAT will be continuing to fund CORA but will be focusing on younger children and their parents. As a result some Teen services may be scaled back.

Puente: Puente had a busy year with CCAT funding supported clinicians in the school-district focusing on pre-teens, girls groups in middle school, domestic violence prevention, child abuse prevention. Their summer program which just got underway employed 44 youth workers (a big percentage of the 110 kids that are in the Pescadero high school system.)
Our Second Home: Regina reported that her position (mental health clinician) had been eliminated due to funding cuts. CCAT will continue to fund Our Second Home but other funding streams funding this position were reduced. Hopefully there will be other services in this area as there continues to be great demand.
III. 2010/11 RFP Grantees Update: Renee shared a draft document listing the 2010-2013 CCAT Grantees. The grantees are: Cabrillo Unified School District, CORA, Daly City Peninsula Partnership Collaborative (Our Second Home Program), Family Connections, Friends for Youth, Peninsula Conflict Resolution Center, Puente de la Costa Sur, Redwood City School District. Full descriptions of the funded programs will be posted on the CCAT website once the contracts have been finalized.
IV. Agency Sharing – Chris Hunter (Supervisor mark Church’s office) reported that the Board is looking at ways that it can better promote and publicize all of the ways that the county supports and interfaces with individual agencies in the county. Many times the public does not realize the level of support and that the County really does believe in early intervention/prevention programs. The County goes above and beyond its legal requirement when funding programs.
Meeting attendees suggested sending the BOS a letter to thank them for their support. Other ideas were to link the County website to the grantees own websites.
