Special Presentation:  Grantee Presentation – Cabrillo Unified School District: Caroline Morton & Barbara Nuckols. CUSD School Linked Services Counseling Program
Caroline gave an overview of the services funded by CCAT. Caroline & Barbara are licensed counselors who provide a total of 20 hours per week of in-school counseling to the K-8 grades in the Cabrillo Unified School District. 

Primary services are: short term therapy, some home visits, group therapy, some family interventions, some individual therapy. 

Students are referred by teachers and administrators. The Counselors are assisting with: behavioral issues, troubles with friends, children exhibiting at-risk behaviors, younger children needing extra support with kinder transition.

Caroline & Barbara collaborate and work closely with the schools’ academic counselors and teachers. 

They have wait lists. They are seeing many more special ed students due to budget reductions. They would like to add a family therapy component as well as a case management component.
