General Collaborative Meeting Minutes
Public Comment (Brown Act) : there was no public comment.
Welcome and Introductions: members of the group introduced themselves
Youth Commission Report: Anna Lesa Sukkestad announced an upcoming fundraiser for the Youth Commission. 
Special Presentation: Faith Based Organizations Serving At-Risk Teens and Young Adults in San Mateo County
Jeremiah’s Promise – Kim Golter, Founder, CEO: founded in 2000 on the philosophy of giving unconditional love and respect for your neighbor. Began by serving emancipated youth in a residential home where young adults often stayed 2-3 years depending upon their needs. In late 2010 the agency moved from residential care to community based peer/adult mentoring, life skills, career/job readiness and on-site college mentoring and support (currently working with CSM, Canada, Mission College, DeAnza and West Valley College). They are currently launching a new online mentoring program which is being piloted and will be launched next spring. It is designed to help those not ready or willing to have an in-person mentoring relationship. Serves individuals in both San Mateo and Santa Clara counties. The program is not available to undocumented individuals.
New Creation Home Ministries – Joyce del Rosario, Executive Director: Residential homes for young moms ages 13-22 with any age child but participant cannot be in a domestic violent situation because the agency is not able to ensure anonymity of the participants. Currently can serve 7-8 moms and their children. Program is in East Palo Alto. Participants are required to attend bible study and must agree to attend a church of their choice. Focus is on life skills, required to complete chores, homework and if they are employed must give New Creations a percentage of their income for a savings account towards their own rent, etc. If you have someone to refer to the agency please call 650-329-1603. 
Agency Updates: Dr. Chabra announced that Family Health Division received funding from the government for the Nurse Family Partnership program (an evidenced based program model). This funding will serve up to 100 teens and will include home visiting and case managed care from pregnancy through age two.
